• Administering 400 scholarship and internship programs, so that even students from low- and moderate income families can afford college tuition, books and room and board;

• Serving as a national advocate for the importance minority higher education by representing the public policy interests of its students and member colleges, through its annual television program, An Evening of Stars®, and by using print and electronic media to carry out the mission implicit in its motto, "A mind is a terrible thing to waste."®

Our Students

Today, 60 percent of students supported by UNCF are the first in their families to attend college; 62 percent are from families with annual income of less than $25,000; and 92 percent qualify for financial aid.

Scholarship and Fellowship Programs

UNCF administers more than 300 scholarship, fellowship and institutional grants that support students at the undergraduate, graduate and doctoral levels. 

Internships

UNCF administers the Corporate Scholars Program that supports hundreds of students with scholarships and with internships at major Fortune 500 corporations. 

Gates Millennium Scholars Program

UNCF administers the Gates Millennium Scholars Program that supports students from undergraduate through to doctoral studies.

STEP-BY-STEP TEAM CAPTAIN’S GUIDE
Welcome to the 29th Annual UNCF Los Angeles Walk for Education!  As Team Captain, you are the Heart of the Walk. To make your job easy, here is a guide for recruiting a successful “team.”

STEP 1:
GENERATE EXCITEMENT AND COMMITMENT

Last year’s walk had corporations, teams and individual walkers representing Los Angeles, Orange, San Bernardino, Riverside and Ventura counties.  This year is the 29th year of the UNCF Los Angeles Walk for Education, and we expect more than 2,000 walkers.  Our goal is to raise $300,000!!
SET A TEAM GOAL!

Decide how much you would like your team to raise and then determine how many walkers you will need to recruit.  The average individual raises $150.

INVITE YOUR MANAGEMENT TO PARTICIPATE BY:
· Endorsing the Walk.

· Walking with your team.

· Providing a matching gift.

· Committing to a sponsorship.

STEP 2:
CREATE A COMMITTEE

· Invite other employees to help you by creating a committee.  This will make your job easier and generate a larger team.

· Meet with the committee and determine the best way to recruit walkers.

· Increase enthusiasm by setting up challenges between departments.

· Increase interest with fun, promotional events ( i.e. pot luck lunches, bake sales, etc.

STEP 3:
RECRUIT WALKERS

· Put an article in your company newsletter or send e-mail blasts about UNCF and the walk.
· Put up Walk posters in the lunch area or a central location.

· Make it easy for walkers to sign up by making all necessary materials available; i.e., sponsor forms (to record & collect donations), information about the UNCF, etc.

· Tell walkers how much fun the event will be – they will enjoy a free lunch, incentive prizes, and lots of entertainment.

· If your company has a budget, create your own walk t-shirt. Your team will stand-out. 

STEP 4:
HOLD A KICK-OFF EVENT

· Invite UNCF speakers

· Include employee testimonials

· Make sure everyone has access to walk information

· Create awareness

STEP 5:
HAVE YOUR WALK COMMITTEE CREATE TEAM SPIRIT
· Keep in contact with walkers to encourage participation.

· Think of ways to recruit more walkers and increase revenue.

· Urge employees to adopt a theme related to UNCF, a college or university, student, etc. 

STEP 6:
HOLD A MID-WALK CAMPAIGN HUDDLE
· Report progress keeps everyone up-to-date

· Review goals

· Review key dates and deadlines

· Generate excitement – countdown to walk day

· Opportunity for contingency planning

STEP 7:
COLLECTIONS 

· Inform walkers of their DEADLINE FOR TURNING IN MONEY TO QUALIFY FOR PRIZES ( walk day, Saturday, May 21, 2011.
· Encourage each walker to convert their cash into a check.

STEP 8:
DAY OF WALK

· Registration opens at 7:00 a.m.

· Arrange for a place for your walkers to meet ( bring your company sign.
· Relax and enjoy the Walk festivities

STEP 9:
CONGRATULATE AND THANK YOUR TEAM!

· Put a follow-up article in your company newsletter, with a photo if possible.

STEP 10:
TAKE A BOW!!!  YOU HAVE DONE A GREAT JOB AND MADE A DIFFERENCE!

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

These are some of the most frequently asked questions. Your ability to respond to questions can impact your campaign. If you are unsure about your answer, please call the UNCF Los Angeles area office at (213) 639-3800.

Q:
My company may be interested in becoming a sponsor of the walk. Is it too late and where do I get information?

A:
No, it is not too late for your company to become a sponsor for the walk. You can contact the UNCF Los Angeles Area Office at (213) 639-3800 to speak to a representative about sponsorship levels and the benefits. 

Q:
My colleagues travel a majority of the time. Do you have on-line registration?

A:
Yes. By going to the UNCF website, you will be able to download registration forms.

Q:
What happens if it rains.

A:
Because the walk-site needs to be reserved several months in advance, the walk is a rain or shine event.

Q:
How do I get additional supplies.

A:
Should you run out of campaign material, please contact the Los Angeles office to arrange pick up or delivery of additional supplies (213) 639-3800.

Q:
Do I need to collect the money from my sponsors before or after the walk?

A:
The UNCF Los Angeles Walk for Education is a prepaid event. This means that you should collect your donations as you go. By doing this, you avoid having to track down your donors a second time. Remember, incentive prizes are based on monies that you turn in walk day.
Q:
Is my contribution tax deductible?

A:
Personal contribution to UNCF is tax deductible by individuals who itemize.  Please consult your tax accountant for further advice.

Q:
My I continue to collect money after the walk?

A:
Although it is preferred that all donations are turned in on walk day, you may continue to collect money on behalf of UNCF beyond May 21, 2011. However, your incentive prize is only based on the donations turned in by walk day. 

More FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS –
Q:
To whom should check be payable?

A:
Checks should be made payable to UNCF. 
Q:
Will my company’s matching gift count toward my incentive prize?

A:
Yes, matching gifts are counted toward incentive prizes as long as all of the required documentation is turned in by walk day. 

Q:
There are no Historically Black Colleges and Universities in California. Why should I support UNCF?

A:
While there are no HBCUs in California, UNCF provides nearly 2,000 scholarships, annually, to California students.  In addition, for more than 67 years, the United Negro College Fund has raised more than $3 billion to help a total of more than 350,000 students attend college and has distributed more funds to help minorities attend college than any other entity outside of the government.

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                     UNCF Member Colleges 
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In addition to scholarships and other forms of assistance UNCF provides to students, UNCF is also the largest non-governmental provider of support to 39 private member institutions. Because of support from donors through UNCF, member institutions are able to keep tuition approximately 52% lower than tuition at other comparable schools. That’s important, because over 90% of students at UNCF member institutions require some form of financial aid. Approximately eighty-four percent of students at UNCF member colleges come from families with low to moderate incomes. UNCF member institutions do much more with less, conferring 8,000 bachelor’s degrees.
